CIT TRAIN THE TRAINER COURSE

WHEN:  Wednesday, June 3, 2009 from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.

WHERE:  Louisville, Kentucky

PREREQUISITES:  Applicant must be a KLEC certified police instructor and have completed the 40 hour CIT course.

PRE-COURSE WORK:  Students will be required to submit a copy of their lesson plan, (in approved DOCJT format), power point presentation and a copy of all instructional aids, to the instructor one week prior to the class.

The presentation topic will be decided upon between the instructor and the student from a list of available topics.  The instructor may limit the number of presentations on a given topic.

Based on the current Crisis Intervention Team (CIT) training for Kentucky Law Enforcement curriculum, presentation topics may be:  Introduction to CIT, What Does Mental Illness Look Like? (Physical), What Does Mental Illness Look Like? (Mental), CIT 4 Step Process, Suicide By Cop, Tactical Considerations for CIT Runs, Active Listening Skills, Standard Operating Procedures (SOP), Hostage Negotiating Team (HNT) Considerations.
PRESENTATION DAY:  On the day of class, students will make a mini-presentation of their assigned topic (20 minutes).  Presentations will be graded by a panel including current CIT instructors, a mental health professional involved in CIT training, a mental health advocate and a representative from the Department of Criminal Justice Training .

Presentations will be graded on the following:

   Lesson Plan, Accuracy of Information, Method of Presentation (enthusiasm, sincerity),

   Timeliness, Use of Instructional Aids, How Easily Understood by Students, Usefulness

   of Information.

Students must receive a 70% or higher on their presentation to pass the course.
